There are currently problems with spurious ice in the OSI SAF sea ice concentration product, as described in incidents INC-2016-0085 and INC-2016-0087.

A new, corrected, parallel version of the sea ice data is being produced by OSI SAF. We plan to change the following products to use the corrected version of the OSI SAF sea ice:

SST_GLO_SST_L4_NRT_OBSERVATIONS_010_005 (GMPE)
SST_GLO_SST_L4_NRT_OBSERVATIONS_010_014 (OSTIA diurnal)

Major problems in the operational OSI SAF sea ice product in the Baltic and around Iceland are causing issues for users. OSI SAF have produced a parallel sea ice feed which corrects these issues. This change request is to use this data operationally in OSTIA and GMPE products.

This will improve the quality of the sea ice concentration in OSTIA and GMPE, and improve the sea surface temperature near areas of erroneous ice in OSTIA.

A parallel OSTIA analysis using the new sea ice feed has been running with good results since 21st December 2016 (first file produced is dated 20th December). The main risk in using the new ice product is the robustness of OSI SAF’s processing of the new feed, and the dissemination by ftp rather than EUMETCast. To mitigate risks of the new ice feed stopping, the operational EUMETCast sea ice product feed will be maintained and used as a backup.
